Some of the challenges they face are the need for transport and resources for assisstance for Deaf spiritual material. The Deaf live far apart. The potential for spiritual growth and development is there, but which of the leaders are willing to come to the fore and take strong leadership? Who will equip the leaders? Will the existing Deaf communities be able to help? Come let us pray for the group of Deaf in De Aar. 

Free State
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There are many adult Deaf in Bloemfontein. Pray that they will stand together as a unit. Perhaps when they kneel and pray together they will grow into a group that will glorify God in everything. Thank the Lord for the Baptist congregation and the interpreter who try their very best to minister to the Deaf. 

When we think of Barthemaes, we pray that we will find potential leaders there that will come forward to be equipped for the ministry. We pray for the teachers and pricipal that they will continue the ministry to the Deaf. We pray for the principal mrs. Joy Thothela whose twenty four year old son was killed in a motor car accident. May the Lord comfort you through His Spirit. 
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Thiboloha school would like to establish a congregation for the Deaf on Sunday 18 October 2009. DCM’s students have been invited to attend. KZN
